Welcome to the PTP Elite Training Camp at the Eve Kraft Community Tennis Center.  This camp is “by invitation only” and all campers must be approved in advance by Kaptan Karsolia, PTP Elite Training Camp Director.  Please read the following guidelines and procedures, so that we may provide a happy and safe camp experience for your child.
Registration: For each week of camp that they attend, campers must be registered and paid in full, prior to the start of camp on Monday.  This is necessary to ensure that we have proper staffing and facilities available.  Please register online via your Community Pass account.  
*Changes in camp weeks may be subject of $10 processing fee.
Drop off – Pickup: Camp is held at the Eve Kraft Community Tennis Center at 92 Washington Road in West Windsor.  Campers should be picked up promptly at 4:30, since the Center will be closing right after camp is over.
Travel Advisory!:  Recently the Alexander Road  exit off of Rt.1 has been closed due to construction.  PTP is uncertain when this will reopen.  Please consider this when planning your trip to/from camp.  This construction has caused havoc for the morning & afternoon commuters.

 If campers must leave early, a written permission slip must be given to the camp director.  Please inform the director when dropping your child off if there will be someone other than yourself picking up your child, with that person’s name. 
Camp Director: Campers are taught and coached by an outstanding group of tennis professionals, under the direction of Kaptan Karsolia, USPTA.  Kaptan played on the ATP professional circuit and held a world ranking of 1200. He graduated from Aligarh Muslim University in India with a degree in commerce.  He a Level 1 teaching certificate from the International Tennis Federation and has coached both the Junior Davis Cup and Federation Cup teams in India.
Our staff is second to none and is excited to make this the best tennis experience possible for each camper. 
Emergency Contact: Please fill-out the emergency contact form and leave with the director upon signing your child in on Monday.  Your cell phone number and the number of an emergency contact, in case you can’t be reached, will only be used in case of an emergency.
Breaks: It is assumed that campers will have had lunch before they arrive for camp and will be ready to go on court at 12:30. Beverage breaks will be held often and campers are strongly encouraged to bring water with them. No food or gum allowed on the courts.  
Health Information: Please inform the director of any health issues or physical limitations your child has that may affect them while at camp.  This information will be kept strictly confidential.
Behavior: Campers are expected to behave in a courteous and respectful manner at all times. Campers who continually show disrespect to others or break the camp rules will be asked to leave camp without a refund.
Camp T-Shirts: each camper will receive a PTP camp t-shirt; campers will receive one t-shirt per Summer, regardless of how many weeks they attend.
Make-up policy:  There are no make-ups for personal absences and NO REFUNDS will be issued.
Rackets: Prince demo rackets will be available for campers to try out, if they are interested in buying a new one.  We also provide a racket stringing service.
