Welcome to the PTP Rookie Camp at Community Park, in Princeton, NJ.  Please read the following guidelines and procedures, so that we may provide a happy and safe camp experience for your child.
Registration: For each week of camp that they attend, campers must be registered and paid in full prior to the start of camp on Monday.  This is necessary to ensure that we have proper staffing and facilities available.  Please register online via your Community Pass account.  
*Changes in camp weeks may be subject to $10 processing fee.
Drop off – Pickup: Campers should be dropped off at the last tier of courts closest to the Backboard.  Use the walkway on the field side of the tennis courts (as oppose d to the school side of the courts) and sign them in with a PTP instructor.  They should be picked up and signed out at the same place when leaving.  If campers must leave early, a written permission slip must be given to the camp director.  Please inform the director when dropping your child off if there will be someone other than yourself picking up your child, with that person’s name.   

Please notify the PTP staff member if your child will be attending the YMCA after camp program.

Campers are not allowed to be dropped off in the morning before 8:30am. 
WE ARE NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR CAMPERS LEFT OFF BEFORE 8:30.
Camp Director: Steve Lee , USPTA has been a full time teaching professional with the Princeton Tennis Program for the past year.  Before joining PTP, Steve worked in Dallas, TX for ClubCorp, the largest indoor tennis facility operator in the world and the Greenhill School Tennis Center.  Steve has been very involved in both the USTA’s Junior Team Tennis and Quick Start programs.  He has been a member of the US Professional Tennis Association since 1998.
Emergency Contact: Please fill-out the emergency contact form and leave with the director upon signing your child in on Monday.  Your cell phone number and the number of an emergency contact, in case you can’t be reached, will only be used in case of an emergency.
Health Information: Please inform the director of any health issues or physical limitations your child has that may affect them while at camp.  This information will be kept strictly confidential.
Behavior: Campers are expected to behave in a courteous and respectful manner at all times. Campers who continually show disrespect to others or break the camp rules will be asked to leave camp without a refund.
Camp T-Shirts: each camper will receive a PTP camp t-shirt; campers will receive one t-shirt per Summer, regardless of how many weeks they attend.
Inclement Weather:  PTP makes every attempt to hold camp as scheduled.  In the event of inclement weather, call the PTP Hotline at 609-520-0015x2. A message will be left 30 minutes prior to the start of camp. If the message is not updated, we suggest you proceed to the courts to check conditions.  If it rains during the camp day, campers will be provided shelter; however, we suggest you pick your child up at your earliest convenience.   If you are unable to pick up your camper, they will be supervised until the end of the camp day.  Should it be necessary to move indoors, campers can be found in the Community Park Elementary School.  Please enter through the main front entrance of the school and a sign will be posted for direction to the PTP assigned classroom.
Rainy Day Option:  In the event of inclement weather and we cancel camp for the day PTP campers are invited to join the Princeton Family YMCA’s MVP Day Camp.  The cost is $55 per day to the YMCA, no membership is needed.  All YMCA registration and health forms must be completed in order to attend.  This drop-in option is only available to PTP campers who are registered for that week only, no exceptions.  If your camper is already signed up for the afternoon half day YMCA program, the cost for the full day will be an extra $25 per day.  The YMCA MVP Day Camp is located at the Princeton Theological Seminary Gymnasium at 36 Hibben Road.  End of day pick-up may occur at the YMCA. Make-up policy:  There are no make-ups for personal absences. Make-ups will be offered only if camp is cancelled due to inclement weather.  There are NO REFUNDS.  A voucher will be issued for rain make-ups.  These vouchers are not redeemable for credit or refund.  
Rackets: Prince demo rackets will be available for campers to try out, if they are interested in buying a new one.  We also provide a racket stringing service.  Information will be posted at the Shed regarding these services.
